Subject: MC STANDARD INTERCHANGE for AFD- MasterCard Completion Advice Message Mandate for U.S. and Canada
Dated: November 16, 2009 


Announcement:
In an effort to stay ahead of potential legislative and regulatory mandates, MasterCard will require Automated Fuel Dispenser (MCC 5542) merchants, acquirers and issuers to support a new transaction process to ensure that a cardholder’s open to buy is updated timely.

When a cardholder makes a fuel purchase at an Automated Fuel Dispenser (AFD), a $1 authorization is sent to verify that the funds are available in the cardholder’s account.  Issuers can place a hold of $100-150 on funds against the cardholder’s open-to-buy balance. The final sale amount is undetermined until after the fuel is dispensed and the transaction is settled.  It may take several days for the excess authorization amount to be released and the cardholder’s open-to-buy balance to be updated.

Effective, June 15, 2010, acquirers will be required to deliver an Authorization Advice Message (0120) within 60 minutes to MasterCard containing the final transaction amount (after fuel is dispensed).  Issuers will have an additional 60 mins to reverse the excess authorization amount and update the cardholder’s open-to-buy balance.  This process is a total of two (2) hours from the authorization time to the time the cardholder’s open-to-buy balance is updated.

Effective, November 2010, MasterCard will add a new timeliness edit to calculate the time from the Authorization Request to the Authorization Advice Message which cannot exceed 60 minutes.

TRANSACTIONS THAT DO NOT MEET THE NEW TIMELINESS EDIT WILL DOWNGRADE TO STANDARD.
